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SCHOLARSHIP APPLICATION INSTRUCTIONS

professional church work and are applying for a scholarship grant from the Kansas District. The
deadline for application submission is June 1 of each year. The amount of the grant is based on
available funds and the number of applicants that we receive. Please note the five items of
importance listed below:

1. The money will be sent directly to the school you are attending; one half of the amount
will be sent in August, the other half in January.

2. This scholarship is made available to you by the people of the Kansas District for your
training in full-time church work.

3. If you discontinue your studies for full-time church work, please notify us at once.

4. 1f you do not graduate and continue in full-time church work curriculum, you will be
eligible for further financial aid the next school year. An application form can be
downloaded from our District website, www.kslcms.org, under the Publications tab,
Mission & Stewardship.

5. Complete Section 1 (don’t forget your pastor’s signature) and mail the application form
to your college for their completion of Section 2. They will return the form to us. Please
allow sufficient time for your college to complete the form and mail it to us by the June
1* deadline.
