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NEWS FROM THE FIELD 

❖ In October 2022, six parcels of land were 
purchased for the future construction and 
home of the CLET-Guinea seminary. LCMS        
missionaries Rev. Gary and Stephanie 
Schulte visited the leadership of the      
Evangelical Lutheran Church in Guinea 
(ELCG), and found the land to be very good 
and suitable for the seminary.  

 

❖ In May 2022, five students successfully  
completed the academic cycle of basic   
Theological Formation. “Before I was called, 
I could not lead the [Lutheran] community   
I lived in, but now I am really able to lead 
them, and even evangelize the crowds 
through this training,” stated CLET-Guinea 
student Fara Alphonse Komano. 

 

❖ Six villages and over 1,000 people were 
served in the Guéckédou and N'zérékoré 
regions through the improvement of    
drinking wells and the construction of    
latrines (see above photo).
